The O2E Pilot Program is funded by the Tennessee Valley Authority (TVA). TVA provides power to homeowners in seven different
states. They are committed to providing energy while being environmentally and economically responsible.

One program TVA has developed to uphold these responsibilities is the Green Power Switch (GPS) which is a highlighted ‘green ac-
tion’ in BRIDGES’ O2E Challenge!.

GPS was developed and implemented by Gary Harris, the General Manager for Cus-
tomer Service for TVA's Western Region District in Memphis. Harris has had six dif-
ferent assignments in ten years with the nation’s largest public utility, in regional ac-
counts, marketing, energy services, corporate education, procurement and strategic
planning. He has successfully paired his math and science knowledge with his pas-
sion for building and developing, and has become an inspirational force in managing
energy efficiently and educating others to do the same. http://www.eller.arizona.edu/

The idea behind GPS is simple: harness the natural power of the wind, the sun, and the earth to create an energy
source that's usable in our everyday lives. TVA and local public power companies, working in cooperation with the
environmental community, developed the program as a way to bring green power — electricity that's generated by
renewable resources such as solar, wind, and methane gas — to Valley consumers. Buying one block adds $4 to
your monthly power bill and provides about 12% of your monthly energy needs. Adding $8 to your monthly power bill
buys enough GPS energy to equal the environmental benefits of planting an acre of trees in the Tennessee Valley!

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Mission: Ordinary to Extraordinary: Learning & Leading Green (O2E) provides expe-
riential education and training for a diverse group of youth and adults to become
leaders for environmental sustainability.

Description of O2E-Student Experience:

Correlated with Tennessee educational standards for 7" grade students and based on a
service-learning pedagogy, O2E is designed to combine academic achievement with lead-
ership for social change.

The hands-on, in-school curriculum is strongly complemented with an (optional) experien-
tial fieldtrip to the BRIDGES Center for a first-hand investigation of green building design,
sustainability principles and leadership for sustainability.

Students engage in an interactive green building tour, practice sustainability with a variety
of experiments and activities and build on their leadership skills via “green” challenges.

Students are then paired together with diverse students from another school, and work
together, applying newly gained knowledge and skills, to build their model sustainable
school.

The learning and leading continues long after their O2E experience is over, as students
are called to join a community-wide movement to reduce greenhouse gas emissions in
Memphis by 10 million pounds annually by their simple, daily acts of leadership for sus-
tainability!

Description of O2E-Community Experience:
